Many years ago the famous Dr. Albert Schweitzer wrote these
magnificent words:

“It is not enough merely to exist... Every man has to seek his own way to
make his own true worth.”

Application Information

The Wisconsin Masonic Foundation and Wisconsin Freemasonry
welcomes your application for a Wisconsin Masonic Foundation
High School Matching Grants Scholarship.

Eligibility:

1. The recipient must be a graduating student from a Wisconsin
High School, display a commendable academic record and
the potential to successfully continue achievement in a post
secondary college or university. This includes a Junior college
or technical college when the full credit load is acceptable to a
degree granting institution. The attending college may be
public or private and the course of study must lead toward a
baccalaureate or associate degree.

2. The academic course of study selected should be the choice of
the student and not a factor in the selection process. It is
deemed that the arts, letters, sciences, education, agriculture,
business and etc., are all an integral part of the American way

of life.

3. The recipient will have demonstrated leadership ability and
service as evidenced by school, community and church or
synagogue involvement.

Distribution

The recipient must initiate schooling within 8 months of receiving
the award (in name only) and will receive the actual funds as
follows:

a. One-half upon receipt of proof of matriculation to college.
b. One-half at second semester upon same proof.

c. If the recipient does not enroll for the second semester,
half of the scholarship money should be returned to the
Wisconsin Masonic Foundation to be shared equally with
the lodge.

If the college attended is on a 3 quarter system, the monies would
be distributed in three (3) equal installments in the manner cited
above.

Recipient must submit a letter of thanks to the Masonic Lodge co-
sponsoring the scholarship. Mailing address is listed on the back
of this application.
