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Student Outcome Priority Statement #1

Based on 2019 YRBS data, students in the Cameron middle school and high school reported higher rates of depression,

anxiety and suicidal ideation than the regional CESA 11 data.  In addition, 39.4% of Cameron high school students report

that they do not know what to do if they have mental health needs.

SMART Goal to Address Student Outcome Priority Statement #1

By June 2022, the district will reduce the number of students identifying mental health concerns to at or below

regional norms as measured by a locally designed data collection process.

Student Outcome Priority Statement #2

In a broad survey of students, only 42.5% of Cameron students report that the school does a good job of supporting

student mental health needs.  In a broad survey of students who are currently receiving mental health services and their

parents, 68% of students report that they would like more mental health services; 100% report that they would access

those services if they were available and 78.6% would recommend their peers utilize those services.

SMART Goal to Address Student Outcome Priority Statement #2

By June 2023, 60% of Cameron students and families will report effective support of their mental health needs as

reported on district-level data collection sources.
