Financial Literacy is now a gradua-
tion requirement in Wisconsin.

Graduation requirements will be
changing at Cameron High School
and across the state. We are work-
ing to use classes we already offer,
Personal Finance and Financial
Algebra, to meet the state require-
ments.

“Democratic Wisconsin Gov. Tony
Evers signed a bill on Dec. 6 that
mandates high schools teach at
least one semester of financial lit-
eracy to every student in the state.

Starting with the class of 2028, the
bill requires high school students
earn at least one semester of per-
sonal financial literacy that includes
financial mindset, education and
employment, money management,
saving and investing, credit and
debt, risk management and insur-
ance.

‘It is impossible to win the money
game if you don’t know the rules,’
said Patrick Kubeny, a recently
retired personal finance teacher at
Rhinelander High School in a press
release. ‘This bill will ensure, at the
very least, that each and every Wis-
consin student will be provided the
chance to learn those vital money
rules.”

For the 2024-25 school year, it will
be recommended that all Seniors
take Personal Finance or Financial
Algebra. By 2025-26, we will look at
making it a requirement and pos-
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sibly revising or combining the
above classes.

Additional Course Requirement,
Civics, May Come Soon:

An additional course requirement
of Civics will most likely be ap-
proved in the near future.

A statewide Civics curriculum
would be created that all Wis-
consin public and private schools
would have to follow under a
Republican-authored bill the State
Assembly passed on Tuesday.”

The measure would also require all
public school students to take at
least a half credit in Civics educa-
tion in order to graduate...

... “"Under the bill, the required
civics curriculum would have to
include teaching the history and
context of the Declaration of
Independence, U.S. Constitution
and Bill of Rights and ‘a sense of
civic pride and desire to participate
regularly with government at all
levels.”” AP Author: FOX6 Milwau-
kee.

Cameron High School already of-
fers a Civics class, and we would
review the course structure to
make sure it meets the required
curriculum. It would then be
required for all Seniors to take the
course before graduation. We will
update Cameron students if and
when this bill is passed.
